This was a squeaker 
according to doctors, and a 
pacemaker technician who was 
doing some on-site training at 
Greeley hospital. They had difficulty 
getting my heart started and later 
said the operation was "just in time." 
Apparently, I could have had a stroke 
or heart attack any day. 
     The good news is that I have a 
healthy heart and no heart disease. 
They showed me photos of the 
nodes in the heart that control the 
electrical stimulus that energizes the 
heart. Like a failed thyroid or any 
other gland, they just quit working. 
So, I was healthy, but my electrical 
system became unwired. The bottom 
line, my life should be 'normal' once 
the body has adjusted to this foreign 
intrusion.

It’s 
doing about 79% of the work of 
operating the heart. 
     He’s taking his time; easing back into 
things, and recovering well (even though 
his loving wife Pat complains that “the 
nurse” just doesn’t get paid enough!). 
Do pray that he recovers completely.

We are continually working with maintaining 

communications with many (varied) local ministries here in 
Mexico; determining and reevaluating what their needs and issues 
are, and how we as a ministry may be able to best serve them. 

We are involved in developing and refining an "incubator 
projects proposal." We are preparing to help local ministries start 
up some small businesses. (We have some opportunities and 
invitations to present our proposal to various Christian investors 
who are interested in such projects.) 

We have a 60 x 90 ft. tent which was acquired second-
hand (and it’s getting well worn) but it's something that we use to 
help provide space for meetings and evangelistic gatherings. 

We help a number of ministries with a little bit of their 
building, finishing, and maintenance of facilities in the region. 

In November we'll facilitate bringing a new ministry to 
this region to minister at a number of places. The Colorado based 
ministry, Get The Word Out, encourages Bible study, prayer, and 
just simply getting to know God more personally. 

Recently we’ve had a request for help with acquiring 
some hospital beds which has come through a friend working in 
the border area - Doctora San Juana Mendoza. She works with a 
number of clinics mostly in the Juarez area; some of which I 
believe she founded. For years she has also been helping 
transform many lives by helping coordinate funding for children 
from the dump to go to school. Children cast aside by society 
have become professionals in various fields due to God's love and 
grace flowing through Dr. Mendoza.
