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Dear Friends,�

We are back in Mexico after spending the 
holidays with family in Colorado and working on 
ministry things on the US side for about two months. We 
were delayed a couple of weeks in returning by a long list 
of things that still needed to be done before leaving, but 
we see God’s hand of protection in that now. When we 
returned we found the town where we live to be strangely 
quiet. There was no school, and the streets which are 
usually very busy, were almost completely quiet. It was 
like a ghost town. Then a neighbor told us that earlier in 
the week there were some acts of violence and the whole 
town has been in mourning and in fear since then. 

We believe God was keeping us from being here 
at that time by delaying our return trip for those couple 
weeks. Though the violence is usually retaliatory, please 
continue to pray for our safety, and pray for the people of 
Mexico. It’s said that over 6,000 people have been killed 
in the past year. We are standing on Psalm 91: “a 
thousand may fall at your side and ten thousand at your 
right hand but it will not come near you”. We are here by 
the will of the Lord and He is our protector, He will keep 
us safely in His arms. 

On a lighter note, Our bouncing baby boy 
Josiah is about 9 months old now. He's finally able to 

do some exploring on his own. He's getting around more and 
more quickly and it's definitely time to get the latches on some 
of the cupboard doors! He is both highly observant, and very 
detailed. He never wants to miss anything that's going on 
around him, and he finds all the littlest specks and crumbs that 
are on the floor, looking intently at every detail and then 
putting them in his mouth to “taste” them. He is a wondrous 
little bundle of joy and activity in our lives. 

In November we had with us, here in Mexico, Mary 
Jean Powers sharing the ministry ‘Get The Word Out’ with a 
very simple and powerful message regarding practical ways of 
getting into the Word and getting the Word into you, making it 
a part of your daily life. She shared with congregations and 
pastors in Madera and El Terrero, a Missionary training school 
in Matachi, and also developed relationships with the YWAM 
base in Creel. Her message is so very simple, practical and yet 
very deep and “cutting edge.” During one of the sessions on 
how to, “Pray the Word,” there was a pastor’s wife who (in 
tears) shared how she has lived with fear for so long. She 
knew what the Bible said about fear but she could not seem to 
be able to overcome it in her daily life. After the session on 
how to, “pray the Word,” she was very powerfully impacted through learning how to simply pray what God 
says; now she sees how she can overcome the fear that has plagued her for so long. That is truly the Power 
of God! – through His Word!!! 



In mid-December we made preparations to go to 
Colorado for Christmas with the family and work on some 
preparations for upcoming events at the Shine On Mexico 
office headquarters. We spent the holidays with 
Timothy’s parents Bob and Yvonne, brothers Nathan and 
Andrew, and Nathan’s wife and son, sister Christine, and 
her children. A very fun but busy holiday. Susie and 
Josiah were able to fly out for a quick visit to MN to see 
Susie’s family for the first time since Josiah was born. 
John and Debbie Martin were very excited to see their 
grandson for the first time! On Jan 9th we had Josiah 
dedicated to the Lord at a Friday night prayer and worship 
service at VineLife Community Church in Longmont 
(Timothy’s sending Church) it was a very anointed and 
powerful time. 
The time in CO also consisted of several meetings with 
the leadership team of Shine On Mexico to determine 
next steps in the ministry, meetings with the missions 
directors of a few churches, speaking to congregations 
about the ministry, and working in the office, among other 
things. It seemed like the list of things to do went on 
forever. Although it was a good time, and much was 
accomplished while there, we are excited to be back home 
in Mexico doing what God has called us to do. 
 

While in Colorado we also spent some time at The River Community Church in Lyons. They are 
making plans to join us for spring break (March 28 – April 5). We will be doing some construction work on 
“Lugar De Gracia” one of the churches in Madera, and doing something special with the children in the 
orphanage. We are looking forward to working with the team from Lyons, and are very grateful for their 
willingness to take the time out of their schedule to come and make a difference here in Mexico.
